Turkish Archery by Dr Paul E Klopsteg which describes and illustrates the construction of the horn, wood, sinew and glued Turkish composite bow, the design of the Turkish arrows, the accoutrements of the Turkish archer, methods of practice and of shooting, and gives distance records. To this, Dr Klopsteg added interesting historical background information including writing about the Guilds. This 2006 hardback reprint of the 2001 edition, which contained a Foreword commemorating his life, has page iv amended by hand. Price of £15.00. The Bow: Some notes on its origin and development by Gad Rausing. Reprinted from the 1967 edition which had the plates at the back of the book. The 1997 second enlarged edition is hassle-free reading with the plates/illustrations opposite the text to which they refer plus some new photographs and illustrations. A Foreword has been added which included a mini-biography of Gad Rausing, and Dr Rausing has added a second Preface in which he explains that 'the present work is but an attempt to describe the types of bow used in "the Old World" during prehistoric and medieval times, based on the archaeological material available at present, from the middle 1960s to the late 1990s'. Bows and Arrows by James Duff. 1992 edition reprinted from the 1927 edition. James Duff encourages archers to make their own tackle. He tells about bow woods and how a good bow is made; about arrow woods and how a good arrow is made; and he also gives excellent advise on the handling of bows and arrows, on accessories and on competitions. The information is sound, the book is easy to read and the diagrams add to its value. Added to the original book is an introduction which includes a mini biography of James Duff and also some of the poetry written by him and his daughter May Duff Murray. It is a book for the archer-historian and for the longbow archer. Price £18.00. Water damaged books £17.00, £16.00, £15.00 and £14.00. Toxophilus by Roger Ascham. 1999 edition. Reprinted by A Wendy Hodkinson from the Rev Dr Giles edition of 1866 which was in a modern typeface. Toxophilus is of academic interest because it was the first learned book to be printed in English. It was written in 1544 but many of Ascham's comments still apply to archery today. Price £12.00. Longbow by Robert Hardy. 2006 edition. Published by Patrick Stephens Limited in a softback edition. A social and military history of the longbow from its early beginning, through its heyday at the classic battles of Crecy, Poitiers and Agincourt, to its present day status as a sporting weapon. The book has an important chapter offering an analysis of certain archery artefacts recovered from the warship "Mary Rose". Price £14.99. Philip II was struck from above by an arrow which nicked his right eye-socket, fractured his cheekbone and blinded his right eye in the process.
An ivory carving of a Japanese warrior on horseback. Carved from an elephant tusk, with the tail and raised foreleg added as separate pieces. (Unfortunately he is not carrying a bow).
